was very modest and the 
scenes served to portray 
the domination of women 
by the males in their fam­
ily namely the father, 
brother, husband ...... 
Moreover, some moving 

scenes were exposed and 
the solution was an angry 
and outrageous outcry to 
revolt. The audience in­
cluded LAU faculty, staff 
and students as well as 
frtends of the Institute. 
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
